This is a timed, speed and accuracy game developed in the UK. They feature repeating pellet handguns 

that are very accurate and have the look and feel of the real thing. It involves knocking down light metal 

targets at various distances and then knocking down one that stops the clock.

Metal targets for air guns are approved for use at Marriottsville, and so we could set up our range near 

Memorial Hall. Ideally, we could introduce this to other AGC Clubs or set up a relationship with a UK 

Club and compare scores for international competition with our British cousins. If we get a volunteer or 

two at the November meeting, we can discuss a budget for the project.

We are in the process of setting up a series NRA instructor classes for members. Due to the limited access 

to classroom space on the weekends, we are considering running the classroom portion during the 

weekday evenings and the practical shooting segment on the weekend.

All shooting disciplines 

(pistol/rifle/shotgun) require a pre-qualification written exam and practical demonstration of firearm 

safety. Also, the candidates must be current with their NRA Basic Instructor Training (i.e. within 12 

months of taking the BIT). All certification classes require passing the written test with a score of 90% or 

higher to apply to be an instructor. Instructor certification fees are the responsibility of each candidate.

Since our Sunday afternoon shooting events have been successful and well received by the participants, 

we will continue the schedule into the 2012 shooting season. 

 

We will also shoot at an array of targets and objects to include simple paper animal silhouettes, Newbold 

reactive targets, three inch wood blocks, wood stakes, metal gong targets and the ever popular golf, tennis 

and softballs. 

 

The group shoots on the third Sunday of the months from March to October. We always start at noon with 

a half hour of sight in time. Then from 12:30 to 1:00 we have the “huddle” to review safety rules and 

explain the course of fire. Promptly at 1:00 pm we begin shooting for score. Usually by 2:30 pm we are 

finished and clean up the mess we made and have lunch. 

 

Lunch is usually something easy to fix or have delivered to the range such as pizza or hot dogs and 

hamburgers off the grill. Bring your own drink or buy one from the range vending machine. 

 

To participate you need a minimum amount of equipment; we recommend you bring:

1.) A .22 cal. rimfire rifle. Any make or model, any sights are allowed. Most shooters are using 

scope sighs, however, our targets are big enough to be hit using open iron sights if you 

practice. Rifles such as the Marlin model 60 or the Ruger 10/22 always are reasonable priced 

and usually perform well. Know your sight settings for both 50 yards and 100 yards. Air rifles 

of .177 cal. and .22 cal. will also be allowed, however, some events may not be suitable for air 

rifles such as those shot at 100 yards or the breaking of the stake. 

2.) 200 rounds of ammunition. Most of our shooting courses are designed to use at least 50 

rounds of ammo. But, some events such as shooting the stake will require at least 200 rounds. 

Also, if you intend to sight in your rifle before the event then you will need some ammo for 

that procedure. 

3.) A target frame and cardboard to hold your targets. Please check with the range rules you 

were given when you joined the club so you will be able to construct one that meets the 

Associated Gun Clubs Requirements. Target frames can be purchased at the range house. On 

March 18
th

 we will have a target frame construction meeting so that you can build one with a 

little effort and a lot cheaper than those for sale at the club house. 

4.) A staple gun and clips to hold your targets and cardboard to the frame. We recommend a T50 

staple guns with plenty of 3/8 inch staples and a box of 1 inch binder clips. 

5.) A mat or ground cloth for those targets that can be fired on from the prone, sitting or 

kneeling position. 

6.) Eye & ear protection. There will be others shooters on the line that are not part of our event 

shooting noisy guns. Eye protection shooting any firearm is always wise. 

7.) Do not bring a shooting jacket or any other clothing associated with formal target shooting.  

Only clothing appropriate to the season is allowed. 

 

The shooting dates and events for the 2012 season are listed below. However, more events may be added 

to each day if time allows. 

 

March 18 - Target frame construction, rifle sight in, and the famous potato shoot.  

April 15  - Metal silhouette targets at 100 yards 

May 20 - Newbold reactive targets at 50 yards 

June 17 - Wood blocks suspended at 50 yards 

July 15 - Wood stake suspended at 50 yards 

August 19 - Animal silhouettes paper targets at 50 yards 

September 16 - Golf balls, tennis balls and soft balls suspended at 50 yards 

October 21 - Our season ender championship match some of all of the above targets 

           Two metal targets at 100 yards, 5 shots each 

           Soft balls at 50 yards, five shots 

           Tennis balls at 50 yards, 5 shots 

           Five Newbold targets at 50 yards, 25 shots 

 

Awards: Beef, Turkey, Chicken, Ammo or whatever else will be awarded at the end of the season 

depending on the funds available.

There is a strange and foreboding quiet over Maryland right now -possibly too quiet.  The only action is 

in Re-Districting. Look for gun related things to heat up with the approach of the January Legislative 

Session.  I expect any major anti-gun proposals to take a stealth approach without advance warning or 

discussion - the Anti's have learned to not tip their hand.

On the national level, things are as they have been for many weeks.  The long running "Gun Walker" or 

"Fast and Furious" ATF scandal gets messier and messier. 

 

The two National Concealed Carry Reciprocity bills proposed in congress continue on. The older one is 

H.R. 822, the National Right-to-Carry Reciprocity Act of 2011 is due up for committee 

debate and vote very shortly.  The bill was introduced earlier this year by Congressman Cliff Stearns (R- 

Fla.) and Heath Shuler (D-N.C.) and cosponsored by more than 240 of their colleagues. 

 

The newer bill was introduced by Rep. Paul Broun (R-GA) as H.R.2900, which allows law-abiding 

citizens who can legally carry concealed in their home state to carry all across the country, as 

well. It is titled "The Secure Access to Firearms Enhancement (SAFE) Act,"  Generally the two would

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allow for CCW in any state by a person who holds a valid CCW permit in any other state, much as for 

drivers licenses.  Both bills say they would NOT create a federal CCW license - That Is GOOD.
